The student:
   
plays all the right notes and rhythms of the piece.
   
plays the piece at an adequate tempo.
   
has the piece completely memorized if required by the competition/recital.
   
plays the whole piece without stopping to correct mistakes.
   
plays the piece with musicality; the student makes the piece sound like it's title.
   
has successfully performed the piece for others on at least three different occasions (performance suggestions: at school, at your place of worship, for family and friends). Memorizing the piece helps to secure it in the student's mind, even if the student plans to use the music at the performance.
   
passed a pre-audition given by his or her piano teacher. This is an optional step.
   
has completed a self-evaluation of the above areas of performance.

The student should be competent or excel in each of the areas above before performing at an audition or recital. The teacher may choose to check these areas five weeks before the performance and again three weeks before the performance to determine if the student is ready.
